· What does it mean to be a fair person? Have your class brainstorm a list of do's and don'ts for being fair. Ask for specific examples of each behavior they identify. Compare their list with the one at the top of this page. Hang the list up on the wall as a reminder.
· If your students are old enough to write book reports, have them write about how the characters in the book behaved in either a fair or an unfair way. Do the same with movies or television programs they have seen. If your children are too young to write book reports, do this as a class discussion about the books they are reading or that you are reading to them.
· Discussion: Have you ever said, "that's unfair"? How do you know when something is unfair?  Has anybody ever tricked you or cheated you? How did you feel about it?
· Read a story or talk with your class about a time in history where a group of people (Jews, African Americans, Women…) were not treated fairly.  Why is it important to make sure that all people are treated fairly?
· Find opportunities to become involved in activities and issues relating to fairness and justice
